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First LEED Certified Speculative Flex Building in Western PA 

Located in Leetsdale Industrial Park

LEED certification provides independent, third-party verification that a building project meets the highest green building and performance measures.  Benefits of LEED Certified buildings include lower operating costs, reduced waste sent to landfills, conservation of energy and water, a healthier environment for occupants and reduction of harmful greenhouse gas emissions.

The building also offers state of the art flex specifications, such as 50x50 column spacing, 24’ clear ceilings, ESFR sprinkler systems, Fibercon reinforced concrete flooring, ample docks and parking, and built-to-suit office and warehouse space. The Building 900 development team includes Next Architecture, Lennon Smith Souleret Engineering, Loftus Engineers, and Landau Building Company.
